Transfer Scholarships are available to students who complete 30 or more transferable, for-credit hours at an accredited college or university with a min-
imum 3.25 transfer GPA. Transfer students who are members of Phi Theta Kappa International Honor Society and have completed a minimum of 30
transferable, for-credit hours with a minimum 3.50 college GPA are eligible to apply for a Phi Theta Kappa Transfer Scholarship. Tech Transfer and PTK
Scholarships are awarded on a competitive basis and priority deadline is June 1. Transfer students who are selected as Academic All-Stars by their two
year institutions are eligible to apply for an Academic All-Star Transfer Scholarship. Priority consideration will be given to the first ten students who
apply prior to June 1. Students who receive Transfer Scholarships are required to enroll in and complete 15 or more Arkansas Tech hours with a 3.25
semester GPA to be eligible for renewal for three subsequent semesters or until completion of an undergraduate degree, whichever comes first. Transfer
scholarships must be used on the main campus in Russellville.
